Unexpected urban dance-scapes: spontaneous and structured performances of
traditional dance in Athens during the 2011-2015 crisis

Since 2011 in Athens significantly numerous adults aged from 20 up to 60 years
old decide to express themselves collectively through traditional dance, both
in structured teaching framework and during spontaneous festivities that are
not institutionally organized by a cultural association, a dance school or a
local authority. Based in an over-decade participative fieldwork in central
Athenian neighbourhoods, | shall present the unexpected, often inserted into
civil reclaiming movements, urban dance-scapes, examining how tradition is
perceived nowadays according to various socio-political context, proving the
dynamic of the living heritage (alternating gradually the intangible cultural
heritage).

Brief CV

Panayiota Andrianopoulou studied Archaeology in Athens
University and holds a Msc as a scholar in Ethnology and
Folklore (EHESS- Paris 1996-1998 and University of Athens
1998-2001). She has participated in various research
projects of the Hellenic Folklore Research Centre, the
National Research Foundation etc. She worked as a scientific
assistant and curator in the Jewish Museum of Greece (1998-
2002). Since 2006 she works as a permanent Ethnolologist
in the Hellenic Ministry of Culture; from 2007 to 2013 in
the Department of Intangible Cultural Heritage of the MoC
she dealt with intangible and tangible cultural heritage, concerning raising
awareness and safeguarding measures. Since February 2018, she is appointed
Head of the Dpt of Collections, Research and Documentation of Folk Art
and Deputy Director of the National Ethnographic Museum of Modern Greek
Culture (MMGC). Since 2011, she is selected and trained as a UNESCO ICH
facilitator, and has conducted implementation, inventory and safeguarding
plans capacity building workshops in Southeastern Europe, as well as in
Uzbekistan, French Reunion and Palestine. She has lectured in national and
international conferences about the 2003 UNESCO Convention, urban culture,
museum issues and living social practices. She is member of the Association of
Greek Archaeologists and since 2013 runs the Traditional Dance Group of the
Association. She participates actively in the ICTM. She is an active member of
the Association of Friends of the Museum of Modern Greek Culture, as well as of
the Association of Friends of the Polycentric Museum of Aiges and its network.

«Ecstasy and therapeutic use of rhythmical movement. Timeless approach and
interpretation of the phenomenon»

Dance as an anthropocentric phenomenon interacts with many aspects of human
life, social relations, educational process, religion, economy, politics, etc. The
rhythmical movement and the act of dancing in general can be approached
in various ways (as a physical activity, stage spectacle, rhythm, means of
expression, form of communication). His therapeutic approach has a special
place. The therapeutic use of dance and rhythmical movements aimed and aims
at the beneficial effect on the human psyche. The unity of soul and body as
well as their mutual interaction is the basis of dance therapy. Knowledge of the
therapeutic properties of dance movements under certain conditions is not new.
But it takes a different form depending on the stage of the society in which it is
presented. In the context of traditional societies, the adoption of dance practices
for therapeutic use is both a timeless and global phenomenon. Timeless because
it appears from the first stage of human social organization with the shamans
until today. Global because it is found in many different regions of our planet.
Particularly in the Mediterranean area we find in Greece the Anastenaria, in Italy
the exorcism of the spider with the Tarantellas, in Sardinia the Argia dances,
in Turkey the dance of the Dervishes and in Morocco the brotherhood of the
Gnawas. Looking back to the past, many traditional dance therapy practices are
found. Ecstasy, that is, the change in the person's state of consciousness, is a key
element of the "ecstatic” therapeutic technique. In the "dance therapy" rituals
dance was an integral part. The goal was for the participants to invoke the help
of higher forces, to drive away evil spirits and to achieve the cure of diseases or
the reorganization of their psyche through the dance.

The interpretation of the "dance therapy” phenomenon based on the "ecstatic”
therapeutic technique with its various stages is applicable both in the case of
the Anasthenaria custom, which according to several researchers has its roots
in ancient Greece, and in the case of "exorcism " of the "mythical” form of
the spider, which is responsible for diseases, through the Tarantella dance in
Southern Italy and especially in Apulia.

Dimitris Goulimaris is a Professor at the School of Physical
Education and Sports Science (S.E.F.A.A.), Democritus
University of Thrace. He was the Director of the Postgraduate
Study Program "Sports Tourism, Events Organization, Dance"
of S.E.FA.A. D.P.Th. and is in charge of the postgraduate
qualification "Studies in Dance". He was Coordinator and
Collaborating Teaching Staff at the Hellenic Open University
(H.0.U.) in the Thematic Unit "Arts Il: Overview of Greek
Music and Dance”. He was assistant to the Coordinator of
the undergraduate program "Hellenic Culture Studies” of the
H.O.U. Editor-in-Chief of the electronic scientific journal "Science of Dance".
President of the 1st, 2nd, 3rd and 4th Scientific Conference "Leisure activities
and dance practices” in 2020, 2021, 2022 and 2023. He graduated from the
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Department of Physical Education and Sports Science of D.P.Th. (1990) and holds
two Master's Degrees: in “Leisure Education” with specialization in Dance from
the Vrije Universiteit Brussel (1993) and in "Adult Education” from the H.O.U.
(2007). He completed his Ph.D. from D.P.Th. (1998). He has a postgraduate
training in "Open and Distance Education” from H.0.U. (2002) and adequacy of
the Laban kinesiology system by Dance Notation Bureau Inc. (1998). Since his
childhood he has been a member of cultural associations active in the field of
Greek tradition and dance. He has taught Greek dance in Greece and abroad. He
is a member of editorial and scientific committees in journals and conferences
as well as supervising professor of master's and doctoral theses on dance. He
has participated in research projects as a scientific manager and as a member
of research groups.

Music and dance, as autonomous cultural expressions of an ethnic group/
society/ people, or in the context of customary seasonal events (Christmas
time, Carnival, Eastertime, etc.), which survive through time or have been
revived synchronously in our days, "confirm the richness, diversity, the
multiple influences and integration of solid traditions, of which local societies
are proud”(Mendoni, 2023), while they represent perhaps the most numerous
elements of the enrolled intangible cultural heritage in the UNESCO National
Inventory. In this presentation, a categorization of the ten recent (August 2023)
registered elements of I.C.H. is attempted, based on criteria set by Folklore
Studies and Ethnomusicology: The new entries are: 1. Sirtos of Crete, 2. Carnival
of Mesotopus, Lesbos island, 3. Maleviziotis, Crete 4. Mourning of the Virgin Mary
(Kopani, Dodoni), 5. “Boubougera”, Kali Vrysi, Drama, 6. Bandidoi and gaitanaki
of Arta, 7. Art of making copies of traditional costumes, as practiced by Nikolas
Plakidas, Katochi, Etoloakarnania, 8. Panigiri Ag. Petrou (Spata), 9. “Beis”
(Protoecclesaki, Evros), 10. Kalanda of Kryoneros of Eastern Thrace (Kalampaki,
Drama).

Renata Dalianoudi is Associate Professor at loanian University,
Dpt of Audio & Visual Arts. She holds a BA in Musicology and a
Phd in Ethnomusicology and Folklore. She has also attended
Theatre and Folklore Studies (Athens & Vienna), Piano, Organ,
classical Accordion, Guitar, tamboura, Greek folk dances,
Latin and Tango Argentino. Her Post-Doctoral Studies are on
Hadjidakis’ work and folk music, on art pop song, and on
music in theatre and cinema.

The impact of Cultural Festivals on Tourism and local Communities: the case of
CIOFF® Festivals

Folk festivals are events that can have multiple impacts on the economy,
tourism, society, culture and the environment. They should therefore be part
of an overall strategy for local, regional and national tourism development in
the context of sustainability principles. A key prerequisite for achieving these
objectives is a holistic approach to the organization of festivals, combining the
quality of the festival itself and the destination in which it takes place. The
experience of both participants and spectators should be evaluated in order
to develop strategies for developing the brand of the festivals, the intention
of repeat visits and the attraction of spectators from Greece and abroad. The
internationalization of festivals can be a key tool in promoting the unique
competitive advantage of Greek tourism, which is culture and local traditions.
This research will present the economic-social impact of cultural festivals, the
evaluation of their overall quality and the main factors that contribute to the
development of the intention for a repeat visit. Suggestions will be made for
the development of the festival branding and better organization.

From local to global: Dance as living cultural heritage of the 21st century

In October 2003 the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural
Organization (UNESCO) adopted the Convention for the Safeguarding of the
Intangible Cultural Heritage which can be seen as an evolution of the 1989
Recommendation on the Safeguarding of Traditional Culture and Folklore, which
was adopted by the General Conference of UNESCO at its Twenty-fifth session in
Paris on 15 November 1989. Thus, UNESCO gradually introduces, within a global
perspective, a new, post-modern framework with multiple socio-political,
ethno-anthropological and economical international parameters for protecting
and promoting Cultural Heritage. In this context, music and dance traditions
as immaterial cultural aspects lie at the heart of international developments.
Music and dance cultural practices are conceived and re-invented as living
cultural heritage that can be used in local, supra-local and international
environments to achieve networking and global recognition.

In our essay, we will present cases of dance phenomena figuring in UNESCO’s
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Intangible Cultural Heritage Lists and discuss the gradual phases of the
heritagization and recontextualization of dance and music practices to examine
communal, national and international multilayered forms of validating cultural
capitals and creating models of intercultural dialogues in the 21st century,
novel socio-cultural context.

Brief curriculum

Zoi N. Margari, Principal Professorial Research Fellow of the
Hellenic Folklore Research Centre, Academy of Athens. She
has conducted undergraduate postgraduate and doctoral
studies in Ethnology, Anthropology and Kinesiology. From
1999 to 2009 she was Scientific Collaborator and Lecturer
at the Department of Traditional Music at the Technological
Educational Institute of Epirus (permanent). She conducted
ethnographic field research in Greece mong local, refugee
and immigrant communities. She also conducted fieldwork
in Greek minority and Diaspora communities of Albania,
Bulgaria and Turkey. Her research interests are in the fields of cultural
anthropology focusing at the performance and dance ethnology research.
Thus, her epistemological and methodological specialization focuses on dance
performance and its connection to embodied experience of ethnicity, as an
interactive system with socio-political structures and cultural values. She also
studies issues of nonverbal communication - dance and embodied narratives
investigating the relations between emigrants, refugees and local communities.
In addition, she specializes in the theory and practice of heritage making,
management and use in local, national and international contexts and she is a
member of the Hellenic National Scientific Committee for the Implementation
of the Convention for the Safeguarding of Intangible Cultural Heritage (from
2012). She has published books and papers in Greek, French and English and
has presented her work in numerous international conferences.

Musical perception, experience and cultural attitudes: Narrative function of
folk Greek music intertwined with the values of sustainability

The mechanisms of musical perception, the management of musical stimuli are
modes of operation of the brain that derive meanings within the flow of time.
Music functions as a symbolic system. The management of symbols and emotional
qualities help us understand the mechanisms of perception. The changes in the
ways of musical expression are connected with changes in the cultural context
and with changes in the ways of perception. Listening, humming and dancing
to folk songs, things are proven. A collective mode of expression is invented,
thoughts and experiences of their creators are transformed into the tangible
becoming of tentative syllables, and the distinct, poetic language of folk songs
is set to music. There was invention completely interconnected with objective
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(so-called) reality. The connection of the natural and cultural environment is
intertwined with erudition, study, the search for knowledge, the protection
of the environment. The narrative function of traditional music cultivates the
values of sustainability, highlighting the contribution and value of intangible
cultural heritage. Passing on values to future generations helps them to know
the past, understand the present and foresee the future. Great knowledge is
the knowledge of nature, which is not considered unattainable. Voices (sounds
and words) are linked to the principles of sustainable development and express
cultural dialogue.

Her
scientific interests include Art Didactics, Art and Technology
in Education, Philosophy and the Aesthetics of Media,
Philosophical Issues in Ecology, Technoethics.

“The Intangible Cultural Heritage Convention and music-dance cultural expres-
sions”

The Intangible Cultural Heritage Convention provides a new model in promoting
and managing cultural expressions that are usually called traditional and/or
popular culture. We will present the most salient features of its implementation
in Greece, from 2013 onwards. The focus will be on the tools it provides for
promoting and safeguarding music and dance expressions, in national and
international level.

Brief Curriculum

Stavroula-Villy K. Fotopoulou was born and grew up in
Kalamata, Greece. She got her Bachelor’s Degree in
Archaeology from the National and Kapodistrian University
of Athens. She got a Master’s Degree in Contemporary History
from the National and Kapodistrian University of Athens, on
collective memory and management of cultural heritage.
She got a Master’s Degree in Folklore from the National and
Kapodistrian University of Athens, on life-stories and gender.
Her speaking and writing skills in English are excellent, while
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she has a moderate communicating ability in French and Spanish. She works in
the Hellenic Ministry of Culture and Sports, after graduating from the National
School of Public Administration. She has served in various positions since 1996;
she is Director of Modern Cultural Heritage since 2014. She has represented
the Ministry of Culture in UNESCO, the EU and several bi-lateral or regional
meetings as expert in relevant fields of cultural management.

“Teaching and Learning with Living Heritage: The case of ICH element Rebetiko”

The 2003 Convention for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage
proposes a set of measures, including ones related to education, referring
to ‘transmission, particularly through formal and non-formal education’, as a
key safeguarding measure (Article 2.3). Intangible cultural heritage can offer
context-specific content and learning methods thus providing high-quality
education that is relevant to the learner while fostering an appreciation of
cultural diversity. Students can learn to understand and to appreciate the
living heritage of others as well as their own, especially in culturally or socially
diverse school environments. In this framework, UNESCO and the European
Union jointly developed a pilot project entitled “Teaching and Learning with
Living Heritage” to explore the potential of teaching various school subjects
with Living Heritage rather than teaching about Living Heritage at school. Ten
teachers with one of their students, aged 12-18, from ten European UNESCO
Associated Schools Network (ASPnet) schools were selected to participate in
two pilot workshops which led to the design, implementation and evaluation of
ten school projects integrating living heritage in the teaching practice. All ten
case studies and the 6-step methodology to design and implement such school
activities are included in the UNESCO-EU publication “Teaching and Learning
with Living Heritage, A Resource Kit for Teachers”. The Greek school chose the
inscribed living heritage element Rebetiko, a musical and cultural expression
directly linked to song and dance, and developed an interdisciplinary project
to integrate the element in the daily teaching of four subjects (English, Greek
Literature, Physical Education and ICT) to serve the aims of the curriculum.

Brief curriculum

Katerina Christodoulou is a teacher of English at Ralleio
public upper secondary school in Piraeus, Greece, where she
is the academic and organizational coordinator for UNESCO
ASPnet, Erasmus+ and Council of Europe projects.
